    * Ask yourself why you made the choice to be in a digital media related field.

    * Cite why you changed course if you did (or plan to do so), or when or how.

    * Describe what digital media projects you are doing now and / or the types of 
       projects you would like to work on in the future (esp. if different than where

       you have specialized in the past).
